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                Series of seminars in Oxford on men and health 
 
A series of four seminars in Oxford on men and health by leading academics begins tomorrow (Wednesday May 6), and will look at topics including men’s attitude to illness, men’s sexual behaviour, and suicide after a relationship breakdown.

 

The series has been organised at St Antony’s College and each seminar will consist of a pair of talks which takes place in its Dahrendorf Room at 5pm on Wednesday 6, 13, 20 and 27. 

 

Tomorrow Alan White, Director of the Centre for Men’s Health at Leeds Metropolitan University, and the world’s first professor of  men’s health, talks on ‘What’s all this fuss about the health of men?’ and Dr Steve Robertson, also of the Centre, talks on ‘Lay men, health and masculinities’.

 

On May 13, Dr Kate Davidson, of the University of Surrey, talks on ‘Older men’s attitude to health and illness’ and Dr Jonathan Scourfield, of Cardiff University, talks on ‘Gendered suicide in the context of relationship breakdown’.

 

On May 20, Professor Anthony Coxon, of Cardiff University, talks on ‘The sexual diary as a tool for mapping gay men’s detailed behaviour’ and Dr Richard de Visser, of the University of Sussex, talks on ‘Masculine capital and health-related behaviour’.

 

On May 27 Dr Robert Williams and Dr Alistair Hewison, of the University of Birmingham, talk on ‘African Caribbean fathers’ accounts of fatherhood and health’ and Dr Ellen Annandale, of the University of Leicester, talks on ‘Men’s health and women’s health: pulling together or tearing apart?’.
