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The 1993 winner of the Philip Abrams Memorial Prize was Richard Sparks, whose book 'Television and the Drama of Crime' impressed the judges this year.  

The rising success of crime series on television cannot be denied.  They are significant in understanding the rhetorics of crime and law enforcement in or society.  In this book, Sparks explores the relationship between public viewing of 'cop shows' and the extent and intensity of fear about crime.  Sparks draws upon, and successfully interweaves social theory, social psychology, cultural and media studies, narrative theory and criminology in providing an important of the meanings of crime and law enforcement in contemporary culture.
