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The 1995 winner of the Philip Abrams Memorial Prize was Luke Martell for his book 'Ecology and Society'.  At the time of writing the book, Martell was a lecturer of Sociology at the University of Sussex. 

'Ecology and Society' is an introduction to 'green ideas' for students in the social sciences.  It goes beyond traditional sociological boundaries to show how society interacts with nature, suggesting that there are flaws in the philosophy and politics of the green movement.  

The book analyses ecological limits on, and effects of, industrialism and economic growth, and assesses forms of society and politics appropriate to sustainability.  In an assessment of ways of rethinking relations between society and nature, Martell proposes a realistic perspective over approaches popular in sociology and the green movement.
