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The winner of the 1996 Philip Abrams Memorial Prize was Sarah Irwin, who impressed the judges with her book 'Rights of Passage', which is published by UCL Press. 

This book is an examination of age-related processes occuring at a critical point in the life course.  It combines a theoretical understanding of labour market and household/demographic processes to offer a new and coherent explanation of change in the transition from youth to adulthood.
